After graduating from a Jesuit school in Nepal, I received an international high school 
diploma from United World College of the Adriatic in Italy, then a bachelor’s degree from a 
private liberal arts college in the US, and finally a teaching degree from UNSW in Australia. 
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My international teaching career, lasting over 15 years, spanned international schools in ten 
different countries, four of which were United World Colleges. During my stay abroad, I 
travelled to about three-dozen different countries. 

The goals of the United 
World College movement is to bring children between 16-18 years of age to build bridges of 
understanding—what was referred to as International Understanding—and contribute to peace 
in the world.
